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 The Annual Index of African Social Science Periodical

 Articles, CODESRIA's new publication brings to light the
 significant volume of material published in African Social
 Science Journals. The 216 articles in this issue have been
 abstracted from 24 journals published in Africa. The start
 up date of the index is 1985 and the abstracts are written in
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 The index is the first of its kind to be compiled and

 published in Africa. Though not comprehensive in
 coverage, it is a valuable bibliographic tool which attempts
 to meet the researchers's need for "current awareness" of
 issues covered in African scholarly journals. Its major
 strength lies in its many indexes which offer access by sub
 ject, geographic area covered and name of author. The
 subject and geographic indexes are in both English and
 French.
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
