The average length suggested for an article is about 25 - 30 pages,
typed in double spacing, preferably on quarto-size sheets, and on one
side of the paper only. Any footnotes should be numbered consecuti-
vely and placed at the end of the article. Copyright of accepted articles
will be vested with CODESRIA. Each contributor will receive a copy
of the journal together with 15 off-prints of his article. Contributors
to Africa Development express their own opinions, which should not
be interpreted as being the official view of CODESRIA or of any
institution / organization with which the authors may be connected.
