 1 Articles for the second issue of Africa Development should be submitted by the end of May and for
 the third issue by the end of September.

 2 The first issue of CODESRIA's bi-monthly Newsletter will be out in April. All information to
 appear in the Newsletter should be sent to the same address as for this journal. The description
 of items should not be more than ten lines long (typed) and could be as short as three lines.

 3 Data for the Africa Development Research Annual 1974, is being processed. The volume is expected
 to be published by the end of 1976.

 4 CODESRIA's General Assembly is to be held this year. The date and venue will be announced
 later. A conference on 'Industrialization and Income Distribution in Africa' will be held in conjunc-
 tion with the General Assembly. A CODESRIA Working Group will be set up at the same time
 under the chairmanship of Professor J.F. Rweyemamu of Tanzania.

 5 Other workshops and the setting up of working groups will be announced in the Newsletter.

 (a) Economic Cooperation and Integration in Africa.
 (b) Monetary Problems in Africa.
 (c) Vital Statistical Registration in Africa.
