 1. Articles for N° 1, Vol. II, of Africa Development should be
 submitted by December, 15, and for N° 2 by February 15, 1977.
 The General Theme of the first issue 1977 is Ideology and Deve-
 lopment, and of the second issue Technology and Development.

 2. The second issue of CODESRIA's bi-monthly Newsletter Africana
 has been published in August. The third issue will be out by
 November. AH information to appear in the Newsletter should
 be sent to the same address as for this journal. The description
 of items should not be more than ten lines long (typed) and could
 be as short as three lines.

 3. Vol. n of the Africa Development Research Annual (1976) has
 been published in October. Data for Vol. Ill (1977) is being
 processed. The volume is expected to be published in the Second
 half of 1977.

 4. CODESRIA's Executive Committee has met in September in
 Sussex/England. Three new multinational interdisciplinary Working
 groups will be established : Education and Development, Techno-
 logy, and Economic History. The Committee prepared CODESRIA's
 General Assembly which was held from November, 5-6, at Cairo.
 A Conference on Industrialization and Income Distribution in
 Africa preceded the General Assembly from November, 1-4
 By the end of October the newly established Steering group of the
 four Regional Social Science Associations (CODESRIA, CLASCO,
 ADIPA, EADI) met at Cairo. This meeting was organised by
 CODESRIA.
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
